AFA and the District agree to the following changes to Article 8.02.

8.02 ESTABLISHING THE ACADEMIC CALENDAR
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A. During the Fall semester, AFA and the District will negotiate the faculty work
calendar at least two (2) years in advance of its implementation. The agreed-upon
faculty work calendar will then be forwarded to Admissions and Records for

B. Negotiation of the faculty work calendar entails the establishment of the first and
last day of the semester, the placement of PDA, Flex, District-designated activities,
Chair training, New Faculty Orientation days, Commencement, and Spring Break.

C. AFA will consult with SEIU over the placement of holidays that have more than one
option.

D. Faculty will be given no fewer than six calendar days after the last day of final
exams to turn in their grades.

E. In the event that the college is closed on the day that grades are
due, the Supervising Administrator will be available to provide support.
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
