1.   If the cell contains a course name, it represents that the instructor was offered a course.

3.  "Requested" indicates the instructor requested to teach in the summer, but the dept. was unable to offer them a course.
4.   The chair will begin the following summer at the point on the length of service list where an individual who requested a class in a discipline did not get one, and go from there.
5.  The relevant criteria here is whether an instructor was offered a course, not whether they taught it. If an instructor is assigned a summer course in published Proof 2 of the
.  schedule but does not to teach it, either voluntarily or because it is cancelled due to low
enrollments, for the sake of record keeping, they still were 'offered' a course, and that will be recorded as demonstrated above.
